Police Report


The Chair invited Inspector Ian Wallace to address us and attached is his report sent to the secretary electronically.
Since the date of your last meeting (15th December 2009) there have been 62 incidents reported to the police at Dumbarton resulting in 17 crime reports being recorded for the Milton area and 4 offences for the Bowling area.

· A 43 year old man was arrested following a disturbance within the staff accommodation of the Stonefield Public House. A police officer was kicked during the incident which was on the 1st of January.

· An 18 year old man was stopped on the A82 in Milton and found in possession of a small quantity of herbal cannabis.

· There were two people arrested for driving their motor vehicle on the A82 whilst over the prescribed drink driving limit. The first was a 26 year old man on 17th December. The second was a 28 year old male on 16th January.

· A boat valued at £3000 was stolen from a driveway in Milton on 17th December. The culprit is still being sought and the boat has not been recovered

· Machinary was stolen from the Milton Inn on 6th January. Enquiries are ongoing.

There were 47 incidents in Milton. Three relate to complaints regarding noise from a house in Millerslea. Further action is being looked at regarding the householder.

A 23 year old man was reported for drinking in the street in Stirling Road on 13th January.
