Minutes


The minutes of the last meeting were scrutinised and found to be an accurate record of proceedings and were proposed by Margaret McKenzie and seconded by Angus Henderson and so carried.

Police Report

Of the reported crimes the Community Council was perhaps most interested in the attempt to pass counterfeit £20.00 pound notes, forgeries of two different banks. They tried to use them in the Milton area and fortunately were apprehended by the police.

Cycleway by Milton 


The situation re the blocked culvert is now on a fairly frequent basis obstructing and rendering the route of no use to walkers. The Access Officer, Don Petrie has been kept informed by email and every effort is being made to force ESSO to do something about it. Network Rail cleared the culvert but when the water table rises as it does whilst precipitation exceeds evaporation then the blockage will persist.

Milton Facility


Councillor George Black gave a comprehensive account of a meeting held on 3rd December 2009 in Bowling Village Hall to assess the situation. George Black thinks a modular framed structure could be built within the £90,000.00 we have for this purpose.  Liz Meechie sought permission of the Chair to ask a question and was of course allowed so to do. She was puzzled by the allocation of funds to Overtoun when the playpark furniture in Milton was in dire need of being updated and repaired.

Web Site 


Mel Armstrong updated the meeting on this matter and regretted that the builder was on the verge of departing for employment elsewhere denying his services to us. It was requested that we get it online and passwords available in order that we can keep it going. The presentation was illustrated by prints and computer pictures.

Signage


Mel Armstrong advised of the present position and Councillor George Black still thought we should get a grant for this and not have to use our scarce resources.

Treasurer’s Report
