Report by Inspector Ian Wallace 

Since the date of your last meeting (15th September 2009) there have been 88 incidents reported to the police at Dumbarton resulting in 26 crime reports being recorded for the Milton area (17 detected) and 3 crimes for the Bowling area ( none detected).

· The Milton Inn was targeted on12th October when obsence graffiti was sprayed on the windows. Local youths are suspected. Some meat was stolen from the premises on the 10th October. There is a named suspect.

· A 20 year man was arrested after fraudulently obtaining £950 for materials for work which was never carried out on a house in Milton Hill.

· Six padlocks were damaged at the SSPCA re-homing centre at Milton overnight on 19th October.

·  Sixteen cars were damaged at Lindsays garage overnight on 25th to 26th September. There is a named suspect.

· A 40 year old man was allegedly robbed of £20 cash from  his home in Whytes Corner on 19th September. There are two named suspects.

· The three shoplifting crimes were at the two garages. A 17 year old male was  charged with the theft of six bottles of beer on 10th October.

· A caravan was set on fire in Lennox Road on 21st September. There are no suspects at this time.

A dedicated Domestic Abuse Court is due to start next month at Dumbarton Sheriff Court. The court aims to speed up the process of dealing with Domestic Abuse cases. It also allows support services and agencies to concentrate their resources and be better able to support victims.

As an example of how Strathclyde Police views domestic violence, at the time of the recent Old Firm game,  the victims and perpetrators of domestic abuse at the last old firm game were visited prior to the game and after it.  This was following analysis which showed a noticeable spike in domestic violence incidents at the time of major football matches.
